· Nominations should be submitted to the Secretary of the Society within 6 months of the incident unless there are certain circumstances that prevent this.

· If an official investigation is to take place, please do not submit your nomination until the findings are known.

· Please summarise, on the form, the relevant details from any evidence, eg witness statements you have. (see the following table for further details).
· Please check whether anyone involved in an incident is an off duty doctor, nurse or paramedic and declare it against their name on the form. On duty medical staff are generally not eligible for a life saving award unless a level of risk is involved.
· Nominations from serving police or fire services officers should be processed and authorised via the CC’s office or Awards Department at HQ. Similarly, nominations for members of the armed forces should be processed via their designated chain of command. They will send the authorised nomination to us and thereafter we will liaise with their designated point of contact.
· Publicity: The Society will normally prepare a press release of the incident approximately one month after the awards have been made. Please note that names will not be publicised unless specific permission had been given by the nominees and the persons rescued / resuscitated. Contact details will never be published. (See also details in the form below). It is the nominator’s responsibility to obtain the publicity requirements for all persons involved in the incident. Where there is doubt, or the person cannot be contacted, the default is NO publicity.

	1. Full name(s) and address of your nominee(s). Their address can be their place of work or home address as relevant. Include their age if under 18 at the time of the incident, or if you consider their age is relevant (i.e. unusually elderly for the activity undertaken).
